PRESS RELEASE
On July 12, 2011 at approximately 2:43 pm, the Marion Harbormasters Office received a distress call reporting 2 people in the water, in Sippican Harbor, who appeared to be in trouble.  
The Harbormasters Office responded two boats to the location.  Upon arrival at the scene, the harbormaster and his crew located two people in the water.  A 46 year old female and a 47 year old male were pulled out of the water.  The male was unconscious and Harbormaster personnel began performing CPR.  The Harbormaster boats met Police, Fire and EMS units at Nye’s Wharf, on Water Street.  

Rescue personnel continued to perform CPR on the male party, who was transported to Tobey Hospital and later airlifted to Brigham & Women’s Hospital in Boston. The female subject declined medical treatment.

The male subject, identified as Kevin Blanchette of Marion was later pronounced dead at Brigham and Women’s Hospital.  

The drowning is under investigation by Det. Scott Smith and the Massachusetts State Police Detective Unit, assigned to the Plymouth County District Attorney’s Office.

No further information is available at this time.
